TERMS OF REFERENCE

Background of the assignment

The general objectives of the project Technical Assistance for Civil Society Organizations (TACSO) are to strengthen the overall capacities and accountability of Civil Society Organizations (CSOs) within the IPA beneficiaries, to guarantee the quality of services of CSOs and create a sustainable role for the CSOs in the democratic process.

· Delivery of a two and a half-day Future Search Workshop for participants from the Northern Anatolia region
· Preparation of relevant material including but not limited to posters describing methodology, posters describing activities etc.
· Prepare report of workshop content and results as stated under Scope of Assignment
