LOCATION:                                                                                                                                               As you all know already this event will be placed on Sholta Island, Croatia. "Vela Straža" is the name of the hill on top of which is our camp in an old military barracks that are being renovated in a project called ‘’Sholta Solar Academy’’.  

It is 2 km along a track southwest from Grohote, the largest village on the island of Šolta. 
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ACCOMMODATION:                                                                                                                             We will be working and sleeping in an ex military barrack – there are 5 buildings amongst a pine forest on the top of the island.                                                                                 

The accommodation is in four BIG rooms (15 people sleeping in each of them) with beds with mattresses and pillows and some bedding.


There are 7 Toilets and 2 solar showers are in a separate small building.                                                          You can also swim in the sea as we have most afternoons free from sessions, for visiting the beach (as one of the possible activities! The beach is approx. 60 minutes on foot away.

LANGUAGE:                                                                                                                                            The language used by all participants in our training will be English. You must, therefore, be able to speak and understand English well. 

WHAT TO BRING AND WEATHER:                                                                                                      The weather in Croatia in July is hot, often reaching temperatures over 30°C. So, a hat, sun protection cream, sunglasses, loose and light clothing are necessary. However in a case of bad windy weather, which may occur too it is good to bring a sweater, fleece or some light jacket.
